Highland -Robertson Traffic Calming


Terri DiCintio introduced Ashley Cooper of Neighborhood Development Services who was the first speaker at this special session.  Bill Wuensch was the second speaker.

The entrance feature to Highland/Robertson off of Cherry Avenue was the single topic for this meeting as advertised.  The hope of this outcome is that these features chosen will cause a slowing of traffic and an attractive entrance so that folks know that they are entering a neighborhood.  Three speed humps are planned for Robertson as well which were approved by neighborhood ballots.  Temporary humps will be put in prior to the permanent ones to allow for fine tuning.  The fourth speed hump that has been requested for Highland is contingent on the outcome of the three already approved and what the neighbors give as feedback after experiencing and fine tuning them for permanent installation.

Renita Sheesley Banks voiced frustrations as to the slowness in the requests over many years to giving the intersection at Willard/Cherry/Cleveland a four way stop.  The FSNA encouraged Mr.  And Mrs.  Banks to return at the October 11, 2006 meeting of FSNA with their neighbors on Willard and other affected streets to make their voices heard once again on this need.  Over the last year and a half this has been discussed and City Council and NDS is fully aware of the need to make this corner safe.  A four way stop or a traffic signal would certainly be supported by FSNA as indicated by the minutes currently posted on the Web site    http://avenue.org/fsna   This item is on the agenda for October 11, 2006 as requested.
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Another concern discussed was the width of the street and fire trucks.  Bill Wuensch indicated that the Fire Marshall would be cross-checking this concern.   If landscaping is chosen in the bulb out, for example, than it would fall under the “Adopt -A-Spot” to plant and maintain within the neighborhood with mulch being provided by the Parks Department with John Mann being the “go to person” who currently oversees this in the Parks Department.  Each year thereafter, the Parks Department would add mulch to the bed that is planted and maintained.  If the hard scape is chosen instead of the landscape than this negates the planting.  


David Lee pointed out to all of us that the bulb out will still allow for on street parking and would not be lost as it would if the median idea is chosen instead close to his house and several nearby neighbors.


Ashley and Bill provided the assembled group with close-up photos and diagrams that made it easier for the group to see what the choices were being talked about as the larger map was being used in front of the room to demonstrate while talking.  Ballots were provided to the group at the end of the presentation and handed in to Ashley and Bill for tabulation.  These results will be shared by NDS with FSNA.
